The anticipated impacts include water service interruptions, 
noise, traffic and parking modifications, rodent activity, dust, 
and general construction impacts. The contractor will be 
required to minimize impacts to the extent feasible. 
Outbound traffic on Blue Hill Avenue and various sections of 
Moreland Street will be detoured to facilitate the work. 

 
SURFACE RESTORATION 
Temporary restoration of roadways, sidewalks and other 
areas disturbed by construction will be completed under this 
contract. Permanent paving restoration will occur under a 
separate contract.
